Though a tiger reserve chiefly, the 
area is also home to a number of animals 
and birds including endemic species. 
About 39 species of mammals, 16 species 
of amphibians, 61 species of reptiles, 47 
species of fish, 250 species of birds, over 
1,000 species of insects and 124 species of 
butterflies have been identified in the locale.

Over 963 species 
of flowering plants make the sanctuary 
blooming all year. The area is home to 28 
species of mammals, 225 species of birds, 52 
species of reptiles, 156 species of butterflies 
and 101 species of spiders. So if you wish 
to relish the very best of these stunning 
experiences, camping in Chinnar would 
indeed be a dream-come-true.

The park is largely divided in to the core 
area, the buffer area and the tourism area. 
The land is home to flowers and plants that 
are very rare to be spotted elsewhere. The 
Nilgiri Tahr is one of the signature beasts 
that roam the area freely. Neelakurinji, a 
flower that blooms only once in 12 years is a 
rare attraction of the park. Safe and ideal to 
trek and camp, the national park is indeed a 
sight to behold.
